streamed into all other policies such as social, economic,
cultural, etc, directed towards the establishment of a mod-
ern legal framework that is in line with international
human rights law and standards, and aiming to sensitise
society, combat institutional racism and discrimination
and to integrate people who are most vulnerable to racism
and discrimination, thus providing equal access for all to
rights and opportunities.

KISA and ENAR-Cyprus appeal to the
state and society in general to take this opportunity and
enter into a substantial, public and open dialogue between
all people residing in Cyprus, irrespective of race, gender, sex-
ual orientation, colour, community, religion, legal status or
any other diverse characteristic. A dialogue that will allow the
voice of people vulnerable to racism and discrimination, as
well as that of Non Governmental Organisations represent-
ing and supporting them, to be heard, so that diversity and its
respect are recognised as constituent and enriching elements
of the multicultural Cypriot society.
