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CEDAW Committee Approves General Recommendation 26 on
Women Migrant Workers

The Mediterranean Institute of Gender Studies (MIGS) welcomes the recent
approval of General Recommendation 26 (GR 26) on Women Migrant Workers by
the Committee for the Elimination of all Forms of Discrimination Against Women
(CEDAW).

General Recommendation 26, approved by the CEDAW Committee on 5%
November 2008 during its 42" Session, aims to highlight the grave abuses and
acts of discrimination that women migrants face and calls on states to uphold the
rights and well being of women migrant workers, including undocumented
workers, in all stages of migration. It also aims to use CEDAW to further women

migrant's rights and advance women's substantive equality in all spheres.

CEDAW is an international treaty that comprehensively addresses women'’s rights
within political, cultural, economic, social, and family life based on the principles
of equality between men and women. CEDAW was adopted by the U.N. General
Assembly in December 1979 and has been ratified by 185 countries to date,
including Cyprus. Countries that have ratified the Convention are legally bound
to put its provisions into practice and take all necessary measures to end

discrimination against women in all its forms.
